A great writer is 

one who’s able to put clarity into his thoughts and also learn the nuances 

of spelling words correctly. 

English users must also know if a word is an American usage or a 

British one with the help of looking at words. also, learning the basic 

rules of spelling that apply to larger groups of words is essential.  

Given below is a limited list of basic spelling rules: 

 Use i before e except after c 

 believe / chief / grieve / siege / yield 

 Exceptions:  

 either / neither / forfeit / seize / leisure 

 Use ei after c 

 ceiling / receive / deceit 

 Use ei when pronounced as ay 

 veil / vein / reign / neighbour 

 Final e Drop a final e before adding a suffix beginning with a 

vowel, but not before a suffix beginning with a consonant 

 famous / desirable / hoping 

 Exceptions:  

 dyeing  / hoeing / gluey 

 retain the final e after a soft c or g:  

 achievement / hopeful / lovely 

  Exceptions:  

 acknowledgment / argument / judgement / awful / 

ninth / truly 

 Final consonant before suffix beginning with vowel:  

 swim + ing = swimming / fit +ed = fitted / set + ing 

= setting 

 Exceptions:  

 feed + ing = feeding / commit + ing = committing  

 Final y: 

 beauty + ful = beautiful / embody + ment = 

embodiment / lonely + ness = loneliness 
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 Exceptions:  

 essay + ist = essayist / study + ing = studying= 

Plural nouns: 

o Most nouns form the plural by adding -s to the singular 

 page = pages / book = books / wall = walls 

o Some nouns form the plural by adding -es to the 

singular 

 church = churches / box = boxes / glass = glasses 

o If the noun ends in y preceded by a consonant, change 

the y to i and add -es to the singular 

 party = parties / city = cities / fly = flies 

o If the noun ends in y preceded by a vowel, simply -s to 

the singular 

 boy = boys / day = days   

o For nouns ending in o preceded by a consonant, add -

es 

 tomato = tomatoes / buffalo = buffaloes / echo = 

echoes 

o Some noun ending in f or fe form the plural by adding 

-s, while others change the f to v and add -es to the 

singular 

 roof = roofs / safe = safes / chief = chiefs 

 knife = knives / wife = wives / leaf = leaves
